Pastor’s experience in Africa.
Some years ago, a pastor rang us with a strange request.  He was going on a trip with thirty-nine other pastors, and the organisation behind the trip had said that he must be vaccinated with several vaccines.  His reply was that God had told him that he didn’t need to be vaccinated, and God didn’t want him to be vaccinated.  The organization initially refused to accept this, and wanted medical reasons as to why he shouldn’t have them.  That was why the Pastor rang me.  

After he told me the story, I asked him why he needed the information.  He should stand his ground, and ask the organization who they were, to argue with God.  We discussed it a bit more, and the Pastor decided to type a letter on church letterhead on yellow/orange paper, giving the reasons why he was refusing vaccination, and leaving the result in God’s hands.

The organizers backed down.

On his return he contacted us to let us know what happened.  During the time in Africa, they went through many border controls and airports.  Not once was his letter challenged.  Never did he have a vaccine forced upon him.  
However, the best testimony of all was that of all the pastors on that trip, he was the only one who didn’t have any infection, whether or not there was a vaccine for it.  Some on the tour had spent considerable time feeling quite unwell.

By the time the party arrived home, his colleagues were silent as to the Pastor’s wish to obey God’s answer to his question. Early in the trip, when his colleagues brought the topic up again, he asked them if they had asked God about whether or not they should have vaccines.  He was the only one out of the whole party who even thought to ask God what His views were.

He returned believing that God had honoured and protected him, because he obeyed God’s answer, and was hopeful that the visit to Africa would challenge his colleagues to walk the talk.
